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SUBJECT: Command Policy Memorandum, Smoking in Occupied Buildings, Facilities, and Conveyances

2.  Purpose.  To establish policy and responsibilities for smoking on US military installations and in government vehicles.  Smoking tobacco harms readiness by reducing physical fitness and contributing to increased health care costs, illness, absenteeism, and premature death.  This command will discourage the use of all tobacco products so that health and readiness can be improved.

3.  Applicability.  This memorandum applies to all military and civilian personnel assigned, attached, on temporary duty, or otherwise serving in support of Bravo Company, or any section, detachment, or other organizational entity attached to or otherwise under the direction or control of the Commander, B-1/178.

The term “civilian personnel” includes Department of the Army, Department of Defense, and other U.S. government employees, and employees of U.S. government contractors and sub-contractors.

4.  Policy/Procedures.


a.  Indoor smoking presents numerous fire, safety, and health hazards.  Smoking is prohibited in all B-1/178 controlled buildings, other than quarters and troop billets.  Smoking will be permitted outside buildings at a distance of at least 50 feet from entrances.  Smoking is not permitted inside government vehicles.


b.  Quarters and troop billets are the only indoor areas eligible for designation as smoking areas.  However, smoking in quarters and troop billets is also prohibited, except where specifically authorized by the housing manager.  Smoking only will be permitted in quarters and troop billets if all occupants agree to permit smoking and there is no danger of non-smoker exposure to second-hand smoke.  Quarters and troop billets will not be designated as smoking areas if second-hand smoke cannot be isolated from nonsmokers.  Smoking in bed, in common interior areas, or within 10 feet of entrances is not permitted, even in designated smoking areas.

5.  Responsibilities:  Building coordinators will designate outdoor smoking areas in accordance with the mission, appropriate safety considerations, and the terms of this policy.

6.  I encourage personnel who want to quit smoking to contact their doctor or medical clinic personnel or assistance in developing a healthier routine.  The clinic has a vigorous smoking cessation program which includes the nicotine “patch”.

7.  This Policy Memorandum is a lawful order.  For Title 10 personnel subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) or Title 32 personnel, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum or the policies set forth may be punished as a violation of Article 92, UCMJ and or other state and federal articles.  For civilians accompanying the Armed Forces of the United States, including civilians employed by the United States Government and contractor employees, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum of the policies set forth, may result in adverse administrative action and, where applicable, prosecution under Title 18 United States Code.
