SUBJECT: Uniform Policy

1.  References:

a. AR 670-1, 1 September 1992, Wear and Appearance of Uniforms and Insignia.

b. AR 600-25, 1 September 1983, Salutes, Honors, and Visits of Courtesy.

2.  Purpose.  To establish policy for wear of the military uniform by B/1-178 IN personnel.

3.  Applicability.  This memorandum applies to all military and civilian personnel assigned, attached, on temporary duty, or otherwise serving in support of Bravo Company, or any section, detachment, or other organizational entity attached to or otherwise under the direction or control of the Commander, B-1/178.

The term “civilian personnel” includes Department of the Army, Department of Defense, and other U.S. government employees, and employees of U.S. government contractors and sub-contractors.

4.  Policy/Procedures.

a. The military duty uniform for wear is defined by the approved training schedule, duty SOP (Company TACSOP, Guard Force SOP, etc) unit SOP.  Any deviation will be by direction of the Commander or unit 1SG. 

b. Wear of earrings, studs, piercing, or necklaces is prohibited IAW AR 670-1.

c. Tattoos shall not extend past the collar or sleeves.

d. According to the USAIC and Battalion policy, BDU sleeves will remain down at all times though out the year unless changed by the commander for specific situations.

e. The base line for all military personnel wearing the BDU will wear subdued rank insignia (pin on or sew on black and green); unit patch, nametape and US Army tapes, per AR 670-1.  The field / guard duty uniform will include sew on rank for the Kevlar, a tied down helmet band with embroidered / sew on name.

f. The Physical Fitness Uniform (PFU) will be worn IAW AR 670-1.  The PFU may be worn the unit Dining Facility, but must be clean and comply with the Dining Facility MOI.  Mixing of old and new PFU items is prohibited.  

g. Sunglasses at no time will be worn indoors while in any military uniform.  When not worn, sunglasses will not be hung around the neck, attached to the uniform in any way, or place on the top of the head.

h. Smoking will be prohibited when on guard duty at their post.

5.  Responsibilities:  All company leadership will enforce this policy and make on the spot corrections as necessary.

6.  This Policy Memorandum is a lawful order.  For Title 10 personnel subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) or Title 32 personnel, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum or the policies set forth may be punished as a violation of Article 92, UCMJ and or other state and federal articles.  For civilians accompanying the Armed Forces of the United States, including civilians employed by the United States Government and contractor employees, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum of the policies set forth, may result in adverse administrative action and, where applicable, prosecution under Title 18 United States Code.
