SUBJECT: Ammunition and Explosives (A & E) Amnesty Program

1. References:

a.  DA Pam 710-2-1, para 11-18.


b.  HQ 1-178 INF Ammunition/Pyrotechnics Use/Recovery Program.

2. Purpose.  A & E Amnesty Program.  The A & E Amnesty Program is intended to ensure maximum recovery of military A & E items outside the supply system.  It is not intended to circumvent normal turn-in procedures.

3. Applicability.  This memorandum applies to all military and civilian personnel assigned, attached, on temporary duty, or otherwise serving in support of Bravo Company, or any section, detachment, or other organizational entity attached to or otherwise under the direction or control of the Commander, B-1/178.

The term “civilian personnel” includes Department of the Army, Department of Defense, and other U.S. government employees, and employees of U.S. government contractors and sub-contractors.

4. Policy/Procedures.

a. All found A & E, excluding small arms (up to and including .50 caliber), will be considered to be hazardous and will not be moved by untrained personnel.  Supporting EOD personnel will respond upon request to recover A & E found on post.  EOD need not be called when small arms ammunition is found.  These items are to be delivered to the ASP, no documentation is required. 

b. Amnesty containers

i. CFK – Each Signal Battalion Arms Room

ii. Kelly Barracks – IC office or 32nd Signal Battalion.

iii. Babenhausen – BLDG 4521

c. Any individual, Military or Civilian, may utilize the Amnesty container.  Anyone who wishes may deposit A & E items in, or near the Amnesty container.  There will be no questions asked.  If for some reason, you are asked about the A & E you are turning in, you are under no obligation to answer any questions.

d. The Amnesty container is not to be used to circumvent the normal A & E turn in system.  This program exists so that you may turn in  A & E that you may possess without fear of punishment or retribution.  

5. This Policy Memorandum is a lawful order.  For Title 10 personnel subject to the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) or Title 32 personnel, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum or the policies set forth may be punished as a violation of Article 92, UCMJ and or other state and federal articles.  For civilians accompanying the Armed Forces of the United States, including civilians employed by the United States Government and contractor employees, conduct in violation of the provisions of this Policy Memorandum of the policies set forth, may result in adverse administrative action and, where applicable, prosecution under Title 18 United States Code.
