RELEASE AND LOCKDOWN RULES – This is to go home to family only if you live within a 50 mile radius of the Armory or your wife, etc. is in a motel in town.  You will sign out giving a location/phone # of your location.  REMEMBER, you will be on Federal Active Duty under Title 10 and subject to UCMJ.





ID CARDS – Soldiers will formalize and sign a DD FORM 1172 while at the Mobilization Station during the week of 8-11 January.  The government will mail this form to the soldier’s family.  Dependent family members then need to take this form to one of the locations listed on the enclosed “ID Card Locations in Illinois” (call first to make sure the location is operational that day) to obtain ID cards.
