SPECIAL NOTES TO THE SOLDIER / UNIT CTT TEST SITE MANAGER (TSM) ABOUT SL 1 TASKS

* Depending on duty position and MOS, soldier/commander may substitute either the M9 Pistol task or the M4/M4A1 Carbine task instead of the M16 task.

**Supporting skills and knowledge for land navigation task can be found in Appendix C of STP 21-1-SMCT.

NOTES FOR THE COMMANDERS AND TSOs:
1. AR 350-1 requires RC soldiers in SLs 1-4 to be administered the CTT every 2 years, or more frequently if desired by the unit commander. The RC soldiers in SLs 1-4 in an Active Guard Reserve status will take the CTT annually.

2. Commanders' force protection responsibilities include both safety and risk management consideration in all operations. Risk management techniques must be used in the planning/execution and follow-up of all military operations and training. Make risk decisions at appropriate levels of command based on the level of risk, hazard involved, exposure, and worst-case scenario (Reference: FM 101-5, Staff Organization and Operations). Commanders are encouraged to integrate, train, and evaluate any or all of the risk management tasks published in STP 21-24-SMCT in conjunction with the CTT (especially if conducted during field exercises).

3.  The chart below shows the number and skill levels (SL) of the tasks, by rank, each soldier will take in the CTT:

NOTE: Units desiring to use replacement tasks due to non-availability of required material or due to critical mission issues will select replacement/substitute tasks from appropriate Soldier’s Manuals of Common Tasks.  Additional tasks can also be included beyond those on the CTT task list.  All tasks should support the unit’s mission essential task list.  A commander in the rank of lieutenant colonel or above must approve use of replacement and additional tasks.
