NEO-NAZI

Neo-Nazi groups share a hatred for Jews and a love for Adolf Hitler and Nazi Germany. While they also hate even sometimes Christians, they perceive "the Jew" as their cardinal enemy, and trace social problems to a Jewish conspiracy that supposedly controls governments, financial institutions and the media. While some neo-Nazi groups emphasize simple hatred, others are more focused on the revolutionary creation of a fascist political state. Nazism, of course, has roots in Europe, and links between American and European neo-Nazis are strong and growing stronger. American neo-Nazi groups, protected by the First Amendment, often publish material and host Internet sites that are aimed at European audiences -- materials that would be illegal under European anti-racism laws. Similarly, many European groups put up their Internet sites on American servers to avoid prosecution under the laws of their native countries. The most important neo-Nazi group in the U.S. is the National Alliance. It is run by William Pierce, the infamous author of the futuristic race-war novel The Turner Diaries, a book believed by some to have served as the blueprint for the 1995 Oklahoma City bombing. The total number of groups counted in 2001 was 209. 

What is the DOD policy on Hate Groups?

Handling Dissident and Protest Activities Among Members of the Armed Forces. 

3.5.8. Prohibited Activities. Military personnel must reject participation in organizations that espouse supremacist causes; attempt to create illegal discrimination based on race, creed, color, sex, religion, or national origin; advocate the use of force or violence; or otherwise engage in efforts to deprive individuals of their civil rights.

   Active participation, such as publicly demonstrating or rallying, fund raising, recruiting and training members, organizing or leading such organizations, or otherwise engaging in activities in relation to such organizations or in furtherance of the objectives of such organizations that are viewed by command to be detrimental to the good order, discipline, or mission accomplishment of the unit, is incompatible with Military Service, and is, therefore, prohibited.                Commanders have authority to employ the full range of administrative procedures, including separation or appropriate disciplinary action, against military personnel who actively participate in such groups.

    Functions of command include vigilance about the existence of such activities; active use of investigative authority to include a prompt and fair complaint process; and use of administrative powers, such as counseling, reprimands, orders, and performance evaluations to deter such activities. Military Departments shall ensure that this policy on prohibited activities is included in initial active duty training, pre-commissioning training, professional military education, commander training, and other appropriate Service training programs.

 MEO, EOA roles and EEO counselors
1.  Advise commanders regarding issues, merits, validity, and processing of discrimination complaints.

2.  Conduct informal fact finding into allegations of discrimination on behalf of the commander to facilitate informal resolution.

3.  Advise and assist complainants on the complaint process.

4.  Assist the complainant in the clarification of the issue(s) and the basis(es) of the complaint.

5.  Provide feedback to complainant on the status of his/her complaint at each step of the process and advise complainant of the next step.

6.  Coordinate the processing of all complaints of discrimination with the SEEM.

7.  Provide technical assistance to investigators of formal complaints of discrimination.

Who may file a complaint?
Any aggrieved individual, who believes that he or she was illegally discriminated against due to race, color, national origin, religion, gender (including sexual harassment) or reprisal for having engaged in a protected equal opportunity activity, in a matter subject to the control of the NG, may file an individual complaint of discrimination.

Time limits
National Guard technicians have 45 calendar days from the date of the alleged discrimination 

The goal of the Discrimination Complaint System is to expedite processing so that a final decision is issued not later than one year after filing of a complaint.

AGRs and Traditional (M-Day)
180 calendar days, each chain of command should complete in 14 days before forwarding to the next level

The supervisory chain will provide appropriate feedback to the complainant on the status of his/her complaint.  

   If unresolved at one level, and forwarded to the next level, the complainant will be provided a copy of the inquiry and will be given 14 days to file an appeal with the next level.
