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SUBJECT:  Affiliation Bonus

1.  Purpose.  To provide an overview of the Affiliation Bons.  Reference, Chapter 5, Section 308e of Title 37, United States Code (USC).

2.  Facts.

    a.  Overview.  The purpose of the Affiliation Bonus is to encourage current members of the active components to affiliate with the Army National Guard (ARNG) upon separation from active duty.  This provides the ARNG with MOS qualified soldiers in critical skills and units

    b.  Eligibility.   The Affiliation Bonus is offered to prior service enlistee's with a remaining MSO.  Must enlist in an MOS that the soldier was qualified for while on active duty (PMOS, SMOS, AMOS).  Must have been eligible to reenlist while on active duty. The Affiliation Bonus may be given to a soldier enlisting with one of the following Separation Program Designator Codes:

KBK, KCA, KCB, KCC, KCF, KDM, MBK, MCA, MCB, MCC, MCF, MDM, JCC, or LCC

    c.  Payment Schedule.  The Affiliation bonus is paid at a rate of $50.00 per month for the remainder of the soldiers MSO.  Less than 18 months is paid in one lump sum.  Any thing 18 months or over is paid 50% upon enlistment and 50% on the soldier's 6th anniversary date of initial enlistment.  
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
