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MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Montgomery GI Bill (MGIB) Kicker Incentive for Reserve Officer Training Corps (ROTC) Simultaneous Membership (SMP) Cadets

1.  The Department of Defense Instruction (Draft-1999) authorizes SMP Cadets who receive a scholarship under Title 10 U.S.C. Section 2107a eligibility for the MGIB Kicker benefit. However, SMP Cadets who receive a scholarship under Section 2107 are not eligible for the MGIB Kicker benefits.  To assist Education Services Officers (ESO's) and MGIB Managers in identifying eligible members, and because many of the same forms are used in both the 2107a and the 2107 Scholarship packets, the following detailed information is provided for both eligible and non-eligible scholarships.  This memorandum is intended for ROTC SMP cadets only and does not influence any state National Guard Scholarship program. 

2.  Soldiers receiving a scholarship under Title 10 U.S.C. Section 2107 are not eligible for the Kicker benefit these scholarships include: 

    a.  The Active Duty ROTC Scholarship consisting of DA Form 597-3.  
    b.  The Dedicated Guard Scholarship packet consisting of DA Form 597-3 ROTC (Scholarship ROTC contract), ROTC CDT CMD Form 203-R (GRFD) Scholarship Cadet Contract Endorsement and NGB Form 594-1 (SMP Agreement).   

3.  Soldiers receiving a scholarship under Title 10 Section 2107a are eligible for the Kicker benefit as follows:

    a.  The Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD) Scholarship.  Recipients of this scholarship are eligible provided they meet all other basic MGIB eligibility requirements to include completion of Initial Active Duty Training (IADT). The GRFD packet consists of the same forms used in the Dedicated Guard Scholarship packet listed above in paragraph 2b.  Because of the potential confusion identifying packets, the Education Services Officer or the MGIB Manager should contact the Cadet Command Office listed below to determine which scholarship was awarded and the eligibility status for each individual.  

     b.  The GRFD Scholarship SMP Cadets who are eligible and use MGIB Kicker benefits and later sign an ROTC CDT CMD Form 204-R (Revocation of the Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GFRD) Cadet Contract Endorsement) will be terminated from the MGIB program and recoupment action initiated.
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4.  ROTC Non-Scholarship SMP Cadets are eligible for MGIB Kicker benefits provided they meet all other MGIB basic eligibility requirements to include IADT.  Non-Scholarship SMP Cadets who are eligible and use MGIB Kicker benefits and later sign an ROTC CDT CMD Form 

204-R (Revocation of the Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GFRD) Cadet Contract Endorsement) will be terminated from the MGIB program and recoupment action initiated.  The ROTC Non-Scholarship SMP Cadet packet consists of DA Form 597 (Non-Scholarship ROTC contract), ROTC CDT CMD Form 202-R (Guaranteed Reserve Forces Duty (GRFD) Non-Scholarship Cadet Contract and NGB From 594-1 (SMP Agreement).
