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SUBJECT:  Reenlistment/Extension Enlistment Bonus

1.  Purpose.  To provide an overview of the Reenlistment/Extension Bonus.  Reference, Chapter 5, Section 308b of Title 37, United States Code (USC).

2.  Facts.

    a.  Overview.  The purpose of the Reenlistment/Extension Bonus is to encourage the retention of MOS qualified soldiers in critical skills and units.

    b.  Eligibility. The Reenlistment/Extension Bonus is offered to current members with less than 14 years total service who have never received a bonus under this section of the law to re-enlist/extend for a period of three years for the following bonuses:  

         (1)  A Reenlistment/Extension bonus of $2,500 is authorized for a member who re-enlists or extends an enlistment for a period of three-years.  

         (2)  A Reenlistment/Extension bonus of $2,000 is authorized for a member who received a $2,500 bonus for a previous three-year reenlistment/extension bonus and extends for an additional period of three years.  The contracts must be consecutive.

        (3)  Bonus payment schedule is as follows:

             1st 3-year extension

             50% ($1,250) upon the extension becoming affective (day after original ETS)
.            50% ($1,250) upon completion of the 3rd year (upon ETS)

             2nd 3-year extension

             50% ($1,000) upon the extension becoming affective (day after ETS)
.            50% ($1,000) upon completion of the 3rd year (upon ETS)
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
