QUALIFICATIONS:   The resume/application must sufficiently show that the following experience requirements have been met.

General Experience:  Experience, education, or training which demonstrates the candidate’s ability to maintain and repair automotive vehicles.  Must have a knowledge of where and how components, accessories, and parts of systems, such as wheel cylinders, fuel lines, condensers, etc. are installed.  Must have the ability to use test equipment, reference material and manuals, and maintain tools and equipment.

OTHER REQUIREMENT:  Candidates must possess a valid State driver’s license for the State in which they live or are principally employed.

Specialized Experience:  WG-08 level:  Must possess 12 months:  (1) Experience leading to a thorough knowledge in a variety of complex automotive maintenance procedures; (2) Experience which would demonstrate the incumbent’s versatility to use a wide variety of test and measuring instruments in identifying the need for repair and adjustment or in checking the tolerance and fit specifications of repaired components and assemblies (i.e., engine and exhaust analyzers, chassis dynameters, dial indicators, micrometers, and inside and outside calipers; (3) Experience which would enable the incumbent to operate assigned vehicles and equipment supported by the organization or civilian employment requiring operation of vehicles and equipment with similar characteristics and be able to identify causes of automotive problems of a complex nature; (4) Experience gained in administrative, supply or related field, which required the incumbent to use a system of checks and balances to insure proper administration or accountability.  WG-05 level:  Must possess 6 months:  (1) Experience which will enable the incumbent to interpret catalogs, manuals, bulletins, handbooks, schematics, etc.; (2) Experience gained in the use of simple measuring instruments such as antifreeze, tire and spark plug gauges, tape measure and ruler; (3) Experience which will enable the incumbent to identify easy to locate automotive problems; (4) Experience gained in administrative, supply or related field, which required the incumbent to use a system of checks and balances to insure proper administration or accountability.
SUBSTITUTION OF EDUCATION:  In accordance with NGB EHB.

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITY:  (1) Skilled in the principles of automotive engine and components; (2) Ability to use the full range of complex test and measuring instruments; (3) Ability to operate assigned vehicles and equipment organic to the supported units and identify (troubleshooting) causes of automotive problems; (4) Ability to document required service records to authenticate type of service performed and disposition of vehicle or equipment.

DUTIES:  Performs organizational maintenance and repair on a variety of tactical and automotive vehicles, including sedans, station wagons, buses, all terrain vehicles, trucks, and semi-trailers.  Independently performs the less complex repair tasks including removing and replacing new or re-built components and assemblies such as voltage regulators and injectors, etc.  Performs operational inspection and ensures vehicles and equipment are properly serviced, including brake adjustments, replacing hydraulic fluids, greasing, cleaning, etc., and performs other preventive maintenance operations as required.  Performs organizational maintenance and repair of multi-purpose generators, heating and air conditioning units, compressors, and pumps.  Inspects equipment (tactical and automotive vehicles, including all terrain vehicles, trucks and semi-trailers, etc.) prior to use during Inactive Duty Training (IDT) and Annual Training (TA), to ensure that it is operating properly.  May be required to perform one or more of the following additional organizational maintenance duties: (a) Performs minor body and fender or other metal repairs using peening hammers, dollies, welding, and paint spray equipment; (b) Repairs and maintains small arms and accessory equipment such as rifles, machine guns, and mortars by replacing worn or damaged parts; (c) Repairs, adjusts, and services various systems and components found on mounted and towed artillery weapons; (d) Maintains and repairs electronics communication equipment by removing and replacing components and elements; (e) Assists senior maintenance technicians in performing limited maintenance on larger special purpose or heavy mobile equipment, such as military combat equipment, tractors, forklifts, front-end loaders, or construction equipment; (f) Makes minor repairs to canvas and leather items using awls, canvas needles, cement, and similar hand tools of the trade.  Assists in the maintenance of production reports, records, and makes recommendations to the supervisor.  In conjunction with or in the absence of the Tools and Parts Attendant, may be responsible for the operation, storage and issue of tools and parts used in the trades operation.  Identifies user’s tools, parts and equipment requirements, and requisitions stock as needed.  Performs periodic inventory and determines the basis for malfunction in Class IX requirements.

ADDRESSING KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITY (KSA):  Applicants should address the Knowledge, Skills and Ability, listed on this vacancy announcement, on a separate sheet of paper, as a separate entry on a resume, or on the DMAIL Form 120.  EACH KSA MUST BE ADDRESSED BY ITS NUMBER.  The KSAs will only be examined by a Subject Matter Expert in the event that more applicants meet the Specialized Experience that can be referred to the Selecting Official.  Failure to properly address the KSAs may result in NOT being referred to the Selecting Official.
