SUMMARY OF DUTIES:

Maintains the CE squadron mobility equipment and supply programs and provides training to drill status guardsmen and accomplishment of these key tasks.  Serves as the supply liaison between the CE Commander, key staff and higher headquarters.  Works with the CE Funds Manager in planning, formulating, analyzing, and coordinating CE supply budget submissions.

Performs trend analysis of past utilization of supplies and other material to identify and determine future requirements.  Manages CE equipment/material accounts through a sophisticated Integrated Engineering Management computer system.  Requisitions all materials, equipment and services necessary to support the function, to include self-help projects.

Performs a variety of state and Federal purchasing agent functions to procure CE specific items through use of the Federal IMPAC card program and to accomplish all inclusive Operations and Maintenance  (O&M) purchases.

Reviews requisitions, supporting documents, and reference material to determine if priority supply action is required, the status of the action, changes in requirements, and unexpected requirements.  Serves as the focal point for the CE Commander on all equipment/supply issues.

Maintains/utilizes current Federal supply catalogs, stock lists, GSA catalogs, cross-reference lists, commercial manufacturers' parts lists and catalogs.  Procures CE unique supplies; programs for urgent, critical shortage, and other special items; and follows up to ensure delivery of urgently required items is expedited.  Serves as liaison for materials and services purchased by contract.  Receives, accepts, and submits request for purchase of materials or for services provided by contract.  Conducts extensive research for information pertaining to complex and/or unusual supply transactions and patterns unique to CE and to locate more cost effective available substitutes and new products.  Monitors, controls, and manages computerized status files concerning tools, equipment, and materials on order.  Oversees and directs programs in support of CE deployment requirements.  Serves as the primary point of contact between deployment work centers for all deployable assets.  Operates and manages CE storage facilities.  Coordinates movement of equipment and material to and from CE.

Manages the Material Safety Data Sheet master file.  Plans for and ensures proper marking of equipment and hazardous/sensitive materials.  Performs vehicle control responsibilities.  Monitors Due-In-From-Maintenance assets.

Processes initial issues and turn-ins, and monitors assets listings.

2.  Must meet the physical qualifications outlined in AFI 48-123.  Physical examinations must be conducted within 12 months before the date of entry on military duty.  

3.  Personnel must have retainability to complete the tour of military duty.  Not be eligible for or receiving a Federal civil service annuity.

4.  Must be eligible to acquire a minimum of 5 years in military duty status immediately prior to his/her mandatory separation date.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES:

Interested members may apply by submitting a complete Application for Military Duty (ANG) DMAIL Form 36, a copy of current military physical (NOTE: Your ANG Fitness Assessment Results is not a substitute for the physical), a certified copy of your ASVAB (aptitude scores - enlisted only), and BACKGROUND SURVEY QUESTIONNAIRE 79-2 OMB FORM 1386 (OPTIONAL). Applications must be received NO LATER THAN the closing date specified on the face of this announcement.  DO NOT PUT IN BINDERS.  DO NOT FAX.
2.  Applicants are subject to a personal interview, upon notification of time and location.  Necessary travel expenses are the applicant's own responsibility.
