POSITION TITLE:   SUPERVISORY INTELLIGENCE OPERATIONS SPECIALIST
SUMMARY OF DUTIES:  Plans, organizes, manages, and performs duties necessary to accomplish intelligence operations functions in support of programs essential to state Air National Guard daily operations, training and readiness missions.  Directs the activities of the Intelligence Collections, Analysis, Targeting, Systems and Training Readiness and Special Security Officer Functions.  Assures each function is preparing for and/or operating in accordance with the needs and expectations of the Gaining Command Air Operations Center’s (AOC) Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (ISR) Division and its supported or supporting elements.  Ensures each function is appropriately interfacing within the Air Operations Group (AOG) to instruct and certify all AOG personnel as required.  Exercises full administrative supervisory authority and full technical oversight over subordinate full-time personnel assigned to the Group Intelligence function.  Serves as the Senior Intelligence Officer (SIO) of the organization and exercises overall oversight of Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) programs and that portion of the Defense Special Security System (DSSS) under the SIO’s security cognizance.  Oversees coordination with internal and external supporting agencies to assure adequate intelligence systems support is provided to the group intelligence function.  Assures support is provided to federal, state, and local agencies when requested, according to applicable directives.  Reviews for sufficiency the budgeting of fiscal and personnel resources for the intelligence function.  Directly or via representation, assures the ANG input is developed and incorporated into the USAF or Gaining Command-sponsored workshops and conferences convened to develop and/or review the written guidance and directives pertinent to AOC operations and training.  Assures that ANG Intelligence recommendations are correlated with AOC Plans, Operations, Communications and Air Mobility Division participants as required.  Leads the AOG’s intelligence effort to collaboratively train with active-duty AOC personnel, to include utilizing information technology advances.  Participates in the Gaining Command’s AOC programming and planning, by developing and evaluating, as assigned, new methodologies and organizational concepts for its assigned major geographic area of responsibility.  Oversees the AOG’s intelligence participation in recommending, testing, and evaluating evolving force-level intelligence information systems and related process initiatives.  Assures that subordinates and co-workers are operating in concert with the supported Joint Force Commander’s operational Rules of Engagement.  Assures that lessons learned are included in subsequent training and operations as appropriate.  Serves as the A2 (Air Intelligence Director) and/or J2 (Joint Intelligence Director) for Air National Guard or other exercises involving the AOG participating as an Air Operations Center.  Directs joint intelligence planners to develop scenarios, directs the flow of all intelligence data to participating National Guard and Active Duty units including Air Force, Air Force Reserve, Navy, Army, and Marines.  Assures that the Joint Force Commander is fully cognizant of pertinent intelligence developments.  Facilitates the design, implementation, and evaluation of intelligence collections, analysis, targeting, and dissemination methods and processes to actualize rapid exchange of intelligence information.  Oversees the group intelligence activities in System Training Exercises and Joint System Training Exercises at the Air Operations Center force level.

EEO POLICY:  Selection will be made without regard to race, religion, color, national origin, sex, political affiliation or age.  Selection will be made from those applicants determined best qualified in terms principally involving experience, demonstrated ability/performance, training, character, conduct and attitude. 

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

1.  Officers must meet the entry level AFSC qualification criteria outlined in AFM 36-2105 or the compatible SPMD position.  Enlisted personnel must possess an awarded 3-level AFSC compatible with the HRO position upon entry on military duty, or cross training requirements IAW ANGI 36-101 and AFI 36-2108 for reassignment while serving on military duty.  Enlisted personnel applying for an Officer position must submit an Eligibility For Commissioning Letter from their MPF.

2.  Must meet the physical qualifications outlined in AFI 48-123.  Physical examinations must be conducted within 12 months before the date of entry on military duty.  

3.  Personnel must have retainability to complete the tour of military duty.  Not be eligible for or receiving a Federal civil service annuity.

4.  Must be eligible to acquire a minimum of 5 years in military duty status immediately prior to his/her mandatory separation date.

APPLICATION PROCEDURES:

1.  Interested members may apply by submitting a complete NGB Form 34-1, Application for Active Duty Guard/Reserve Position, current Report of Individual Person (RIP), fitness assessment letter, a copy of current military physical, and BACKGROUND SURVEY QUESTIONNAIRE 79-2 OMB FORM 1386 (OPTIONAL). 2.  Applicants are subject to a personal interview, upon notification of time and location.  Necessary travel expenses are the applicant's own responsibility.
