EXAMPLE OF WORK: Under general supervision, administers the Installation Status Report (ISR) for the Illinois Army National Guard and is the primary ISR point of contact for NGB. Manages the State ISR program to include ISR Infrastructure, ISR-Services and cost data, and ISR Natural Infrastructure. Functions include reporting within ISR modules to NGB, DA, DoD, and the US Congress.  

REQUIREMENTS: Requires active or retired (minimum of 20 yrs) membership in the Illinois National Guard or retired (minimum 20 yrs) US Armed Forces, if last duty assignment was with the Illinois National Guard.  Requires knowledge, skill and mental development equivalent to the completion of four years of college or 12 months of practical experience with Installation Status Reporting and or Military Real Property Development; thorough knowledge of each ISR module and top load system that provides data to ISR such as IT Metrics, PRIDE, SIDPERS (DIMERS), and RPLANS;  understanding the interface, linkage and having a working knowledge of the basic aspects of these feeder systems allows the incumbent to work as a liaison to alert the state staff to data issues potentially affecting dollars and program support; ability to understand each database of record to the extent of being capable of reviewing data for consistence and completeness and correcting information when necessary; ability to gain and maintain satisfactory working relationships with government officials and the general public. Requires physical activities such as extended outdoor onsite data collection, lifting, bending, carrying a 40 lb. Equipment backpack and other routine exercises required for collecting ISR data.
