Requires ability to perform physical activities such as lifting, bending, and other routine exercises required for sampling of chemical containers, oil-water separators, storage tanks, etc.  Will require training on prescribed burn techniques.  Will be required to obtain and to maintain Public Applicators/Operators license.  Requires valid driver’s license.
