Position requires exposure to potentially hazardous chemicals and requires a working knowledge of proper industrial hygiene practices and the Hazard Communication (HAZCOM) system as outlined by OSHA as part of daily duties.  Requires training for and wearing of appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE), including proper filters, respirators and skin/eye protection based on chemical in use.  Requires ability to perform physical activities such as lifting, bending, and other routine exercises required for sampling of chemical containers, oil-water separators, storage tanks, etc.  Requires valid driver’s license.  Individual will need to be trained on prescribed burning techniques.  Individual will need to obtain and maintain an Illinois Public Applicators/Operators license.
