Develops project priorities relating to construction, maintenance and repair to State military facilities; prepares contract documents, design working drawings and specifications; evaluates and reviews architectural and engineering designs; managed design through construction; compiles and verifies cost estimates, conducts building scope inspections; provides technical assistance including on-site inspections.               

REQUIREMENTS: Requires active or retired (minimum of 20 yrs) membership in the Illinois National Guard or retired (minimum 20 years) US Armed Forces; if last duty assignment was with the Illinois National guard.  Requires knowledge, skill and mental development equivalent to completion of high school, plus two years of college or technical school training in facilities engineering or related fields.  Requires two years experience in technical facilities engineering or related fields.  Requires knowledge of organization and functions of the various units and components of the National Guard.  Requires extensive knowledge in the principles and practices of facilities engineering projects, plans, construction and completions.  This position requires exposure to potentially hazardous chemicals and air emission sources.  Requires ability to life and carry 50 pounds, i.e. heavy items and equipment on a recurring basis.
