	a. Major duties. The signal support systems specialist supervises, installs, deploys, maintains, troubleshoots, trains, and assists the General Purpose User (GPU) with Programs of Record (POR) and Commercial off the Shelf (COTS) communications equipment, as appropriate, within the Tactical Operations Center (TOC), Command Post (CP), and vehicle platforms. This includes information systems support and Battle Command Systems (BCS) (e.g., Command Post of the Future (CPOF), Maneuver Control System (MCS), Force XXI Battle Command Brigade and Below(FBCB2), Blue Force Tracker (BFT), etc.); Communications and Electronic (C&E) equipment (e.g., Joint Tactical Radio System (JTRS), Frequency Modulation (FM) systems, High Frequency (HF) systems, Tactical Satellite (TACSAT) systems, hand held and manpack systems, etc.); Communications Security (COMSEC) devices (e.g., Automated Net Control Device (ANCD), Simple Key Loader (SKL), etc.); and telephone wire, Local Area Networks (LAN) and Routers. Performs field level unit maintenance on authorized C&E systems and COMSEC devices and prepares maintenance and supply requests for field level signal support. Plans, supervises, deploys, maintains, troubleshoots, trains, and assists the GPU with POR and COTS communications equipment, as appropriate, within the TOC, CP, and vehicle platforms. This includes BCS, C&E, COMSEC devices, telephone wire, LANs, and routers. Supervises and performs field level unit maintenance on authorized C&E systems and COMSEC devices and prepares maintenance and supply requests for field level signal support. Disseminates and enforces signal policies and integrates signal systems and networks with adjacent units. Supervises and IOMs RETRANS operations and supervises PMCS on assigned vehicles and power generators. Participates in and enforces the results of staff level planning that develops and disseminates signal policies, Operation Orders (OPORD), annexes, and various reports. Integrates signal systems and networks with adjacent units, coordinates external signal support, and provides technical advice to commanders and subordinate units. Plans and directs the RETRANS operations team and PMCS on assigned vehicles and power generators. Predominately resides at the BN level S6 Section as the signal Subject Matter Expert (SME) and supervisor.

		(5) A security eligibility of SECRET is required for the initial award and to maintain the MOS.
		(6) A U.S. citizen.
		(7) Formal training (completion of MOS 25U course conducted under the auspices of the USA Signal School) mandatory or waiver granted by Commandant,  US Army Signal School ATTN: ATZH‑POE, Ft Gordon, GA 30905-5300.

a. Be a high school graduate or possess the GED equivalent.

b. Have no personal habits or character traits that are questionable from a security standpoint, such as financial irresponsibility, foreign holdings or interest, heavy drinking, drug abuse, gambling, emotional instability, and so forth. Concerning alcohol and drug abuse, persons declared rehabilitation successes under the ADAPC Program should not be included.

c. Possess mature judgment and initiative.

d. Have a minimum of three years time remaining in–service upon arrival at assignment or agree to reenlist or extend to meet the requirement.

e. Have a security clearance consistent with that required to attend the requisite instructor course.

f. Meet minimum Reading Grade Level (RGL) and Language Grade Level (LGL) (measured by Test of Adult Basic Education (See AR 350–1)) required for attendance to the requisite instructor course.

g. Display an outstanding military bearing.

h. Meet the body composition requirements in AR 600–9.

i. Be able to pass the Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT).

j. Be fully qualified in the MOS for which instructor duty is desired and have at least one year of experience in that MOS.

k. Have recently held a leadership assignment.

l. Have a demonstrated ability to be an instructor.

m. Does not have a speech impediment.
