10-29E. MOS 29E—Electronic Warfare Specialist, CMF-29


a. Major duties.  The MOS 29E Soldier advises and assists the commander or command EWO, as applicable, regarding use of the electromagnetic and directed energy to control the EMS and defeat the enemy through planning, coordination, integration, and execution of Electronic Attack (EA), Electronic Protection (EP), and Electronic Support (ES). Duties for MOS 29E at each skill level are:



(1) MOSC 29E10. (Personnel Only). MOS used to identify Soldiers accessed into MOS 29E (Non-prior Service (NPS) and In-service (IS)) prior to obtaining grade SGT.



(1) MOSC 29E2O.   Responsible for all EW administrative, training and operational matters; planning and execution of operations involving Army EW air and ground platforms; coordination with higher for Airborne Electronic Attack (AEA) support; preparation of staff estimates; responsible for the EW element of the MDMP and orders production process; resolves all interoperability issues; coordinates resolution of spectrum deconfliction with S6; preparation, establishment and maintenance of SOPs and TTPs; establishes, oversees and monitors all echelon EW training; may assist or supervise company Counter Radio-Controlled Improvised Explosive Device EW System (CREW) Specialists as necessary or required to ensure an effective CREW Electronic Counter Measure (ECM) Force Protection (FP) program.


(2) MOSC 29E3O. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level. Ensures support to the Battalion level EWO for training and tactical employment of Army EW air and ground systems; reviews, processes, and forwards AEA requests to higher; ensures timely conduit of information to and from higher headquarters; analyzes EW data collections and develops EW assessments; identifies risks, vulnerabilities, courses of action and potential countermeasures and prepares and presents related briefings and reports; oversees and executes Quality Control (QC), Staff Assistance Visit (SAV) and Battlefield Circulation (BC) programs to verify proper execution of the EW function throughout the command, including subordinate echelons.


(4) MOSC 29E4O. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level.  Primary enlisted EW advisor or member of the EW element at the Brigade or higher echelons; ensures support to subordinate units; works equipment and resource issues with and between higher, adjacent and subordinate units; prioritizes allocation of Army EW air and ground assets; reviews and processes AEA requests; coordinates AEA mission execution.  Assists with integration of cyber electromagnetic activies.
            (5) MOSC 29E50. Performs duties shown in preceding skill level. Significant joint emphasis; prioritization of Army and other service EW assets between adjacent and subordinate commands, as applicable; allocation of EW equipment and resources; develops tactical level guidance from strategic guidance pushed down from higher.  
            (6) MOS 29E60. Performs the duties detailed for the preceding skill level. Senior enlisted advisor for EW Corps and higher echelons. Heavy joint emphasis in theater, ASCC and inter-service operations, prioritization, allocation and coordination of space, air, ground and sea EW assets between services and/or theaters; EW operations development, preparation and/or analysis of strategic EW concepts and development of guidance for use by subordinate commands; direct interaction with HQDA, FORSCOM, TRADOC and theater unified combatant commands.

b. Physical demands ratings and qualifications for initial award of MOS. EW specialists must possess the following qualifications:



(1) A physical demands rating of medium.



(2) A physical profile of 222221.



(3) Normal Color vision.



(4) Qualifying scores. A minimum score of 100 in aptitude area SC, ST and EL in Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) test.


       (5) A U.S. citizen.


       (6) Eligibility.


             (a) Soldier must been in the grade of SPC with less than 4 years in service (Active Component Only).



      (b) Service Remaining Requirement (SRR) is 3 years for reclassification into MOS effective for all service contracts written on and after 1 October 2009 under the provisions of AR 614-200, chapter 4.



(7) Civilian/military education.



       (a) A Soldier must be a high school graduate or equivalent and completed high school algebra course or equivalent.



       (b) In-service accession Soldiers must have successfully completed the Warrior Leader Course.  All prior service, including (other services) must complete WLC prior to attending the 29E course. The only exception will be those prior service including (other service) personnel who attend a leadership school that has been approved by the Army for equivalent WLC credit.


(8) Security Eligibility Requirements:

                    (a) No information in military personnel, Provost Marshal, intelligence or medical records that would prevent the granting of a security eligibility under AR 380-67 (para 3.401.a).
                    (b) A Soldier must meet a security eligibility of Secret and be eligible to receive a TOP SECRET (TS) and Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI).


(9) Formal training (completion of MOS 29E Course conducted under the auspices of the USA Field Artillery Center mandatory). Waiver may be granted by Director, Electronic Warfare Proponent Office, Combined Arms Command, ATTN: Personnel Developer, Ft Leavenworth, KS 66027.
