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Interservice/intragovernmental  Support Agreements

Summary.  This regulation provides the policies and procedures to be followed for the use of Interservice and Intragovernmental Support Agreements (ISAs) between the National Guard Bureau, United States Property and Fiscal Offices and the Department of Defense (DoD) or Non-DoD Federal Agencies.  It provides direction, guidance and information on the uses and limitations of federal resources available under these ISAs.  It implements DoD Instruction 4000.19 "Interservice and Intragovernmental Support."

Policy:  It is the National Guard Bureau policy that the instrument used to enter into an Interservice or Intragovernmental relationship shall be a support agreement.

Applicability.  This regulation applies to National Guard Bureau (NGB), Army National Guard (ARNG) and Air National Guard (ANG) ISAs.

Proponent and exceptions.  The proponent of this regulation is the National Guard Bureau, Office of Interservice and Intergovernmental Agreements, NGB-AQA.

Internal Control System.  This regulation is subject to the requirements of AR 11-2 “Management Controls” and AFI 65-201 “Air Force Internal Controls”.  It contains internal control provisions but does not contain checklist for conducting internal control reviews.  

Supplementation.  Supplementation of this regulation will only be accomplished by the National Guard Bureau, Office of Interservice and Intergovernmental Agreements, NGB-AQA, Jefferson Plaza #1, Suite 8300, 1411 Jefferson Davis Highway, Arlington VA  22202-3231.  

Interim Changes.  Support Agreement Policy Letters (SAPLs) will be used to publish new or revised policies as an interim measure until a formal change or revision is made.
