SUBJECT:   Soldiers exceeding their authorized Drill Limits

1. Reference:  

a. Title 32 United States Code, Section 502a.

b.  NGR(AR)350-1, Army National Guard Training, dated 3 June 1991.

2.  In accordance with the references, Army National Guard soldiers are authorized to perform 48 Unit Training Assemblies (UTA) per Fiscal Year (FY).  Units must monitor their soldier’s performance to ensure drill limits are not exceeded.

3.  Units must reference the Unit Commanders Pay Management Report (UCPMR) to verify the number of periods performed by drill type. UCPMR, section 2, Performance Data (This Fiscal Year by Type), lists every soldier in the unit.  The first column under drill type 11 lists the number of UTAs the soldier has performed for the fiscal year.  If this number is equal to 48 UTAs and the unit drills 4 periods in September, then the unit must request the authority to exceed 48 drill periods from PFOIL-CM.  Due to funding limitations some requests may be disapproved and the soldier cannot perform drill in a type 11 drill status.  However, duty may be performed in a RMA status if funds are available.
