The FIS02 batches are generated from Logistics and the Warehouse.  The requested supplies needed by the units are released from the SARRS system, and forwarded to a civilian contractor in Arkansas.  The contractor processes the supply requests into a flat file.  The flat file data is forwarded to Army Depots, who forward the supplies to our units and warehouse.

The flat file is also forwarded, by FTP procedures, to the SABERs seq directory.  Each night, at 4:15, the DP office runs the FIS02 program to convert the flat file into DCNs for editing and posting.  The following is a breakout of the DCNs created by the FIS02 program:


M – Automated Milstrip Obligations


W – Automated Milstrip Adjustments/Cancellations (Obligations)


X – Warehouse Cross Transfer (Claims Unit Ownership)


Y – Automated G Receipts

NOTE:  These records are coded as UDO Y, MIL Y, and WIG Y.

The last 4 digits of the DCN is the julian date the FIS02 program was run.  The DCNs can be identified each morning by viewing the Status All Report (found in the basket on the credenza), or querying the DCN Status option (found on the SABERs Main Menu).  Also, DP will forward a batrun of the completed FIS02 program to the lead clerk.  This is done as a check to ensure there are no Oracle errors.

Identify errors by researching the ‘Edit Error Messages’ SOP passed out during the Group Training, 5 Nov 01.  Also, the Table Update option found on the SABERs Main Menu can be used as a research tool.


ERROR EXAMPLES:


NO APPN – Research with Logistics Activity Manager to identify what type of item was requested. Clothing/2060, Supplies/2065


NO FY – Identify julian date found in reference number (digits 7-10).  FY runs 1 Oct to 30 Sep.


NO PMC – Some DODAACS are easily identified, (after some time of working with these DCNs), to the activity who purchased the item:  W44XPB/S**, W81L6Y/L**.  Otherwise research with Logistics Activity Manager to identify who purchased the item.


NO AMSCO/NO UIC – This information can be researched on the Program Element Table.  Other wise research with the Logistics Activity Manager.  At Main Menu
