JSS PAYROLL UPLOAD








Fiscal Accounting will receive a TFO Voucher report from Military Pay.  This report will help identify the DCN the payroll will be assigned.  These disbursements will be charged on a bridge report from DCD.  The payroll should be ready for upload upon receipt of the TFO Voucher report from Military Pay.  A calendar of daily code 1 updates can be received from Military Pay for advance notice of incoming payrolls.





2.  Follow the procedures listed to upload JSS payrolls into the Sabers system.





	Choose the SABERS OK5 icon on the windows screen to receive the Sabers Main Menu.





	Login using appropriate passwords.





	Click on the Oracle SQL Plus option.





	At the SQL prompt type:  !sh      Return





	At the next prompt type:  cd ../seq   Return





	At the prompt type:  ls d00*    Return                                 **ls d00* identifies if DFAS has loaded a payroll into the main frame.  Write down the file name that appears on the screen on the TFO Voucher report; ex d0096326.  The last 3 digits are the Julian date that is hand written in the right hand corner of the TFO Voucher report by Military Pay; this is how you recognize which d00* file belongs to which TFO Voucher report.  The date will be needed if  Data Processing has to be contacted if a problem arises with the download procedures.





	The owner of this file may need to be identified/changed before the fis01a can be run on each JSS file.  This must be done in the seq directory.

The JSS Payroll DCN will appear on the Status All report after an update has been scheduled and posted.  Review the Status All report the following day after an upload has been performed.  Ensure the payroll is listed and check the dollar amount cited against the TFO Voucher report provided by Military Pay.  If the amount is not the same notify Data Processing.  Or the DCN Status screen on the Sabers Main Menu can be used to tell if
