DAILY BRIDGE FILES

4-1. Database Accounting Reconciliation System (dARS)-

Overview.  The dARS system is used to detect errors 

in the STANFINS database and provide an automated

     means of making input/corrections.  It uses STANFINS

     data from the AXW, LXG, and FXW files and requires 

only corrections to erroneous data.  To begin using

dARS you must first go to WS_FTP and log on to the

Corp2.DFAS.MIL server. See Figure 4-1.

4-2. Download the AXW and LXG Files. At the remote server 


(right column) select ChgDir in the upper right column 


and in the box entitled, ‘Enter Remote Directory Name’ 


enter ‘/37’ and select ‘OK’.  See Figure 4-2.

Select ‘Daily’ folder on the remote server and double-


click.  Go to the local system (left side) and double-


click on ‘..’.  Select dARS and double-click.  Select 


the ‘AXW’ folder and double click.  Highlight and

     confirm that the ASCII button is selected. 


double-click on the axw37.txt file on the remote side.  


This will transfer the AXW file to the local system in 


the dARS directory.  See Figure 4-3.

Select ‘..’ on the local side and double-click.  The 


‘C’ drive is the local directory you will use to 


transfer files from the remote server.  Select the LXG 


folder and double-click.  Select the lxg37.txt file on 


the remote system, confirm that the ASCII button is 

     selected and double-click.  This will move the LXG to

     the local system side in the dARS directory.  Logoff 

     of WS_FTP.  See Figure 4-4.

4-3. Upload the APC Master File.  At the desktop find the

     dARS icon and double-click to open.  At the 


Databased Accounting Reconciliation System Menu,

     select ‘A’ APC Master File Menu <Enter>.  See

At the APC Master File Menu, select ‘1’ Upload New APC 


Master File.  At the AXW37 Menu, select ‘E’ Upload the 


AXW from Text File On The Hard Drive.  See Figure 4-6.

At the DARS screen, enter the month, day, and year as 


shown <Enter>.  See Figure 4-7.

4-4. Upload the AXW and LXG TXT Files.  At the dARS 

Main Menu, select ‘C’ LXG File Menu.  See Figure

At the LXG37.TXT Menu, select ‘E’ Upload the LXG File From A Text File On The Hard Drive.  See Figure 4-11.

4-5. Download the Bridge File.  At the Date screen

enter the month, day, and year <Enter>.  The

message, ‘Uploading the LXG File’ will appear.  See

Figure 4-12.  After the upload is complete you will

be returned to the LXG File Processing Menu.

At the LXG File Processing Menu, select ‘X’ Return to 


Previous Menu.  This will take you back to the dARS 


Main Menu. Access the Corp2DFAS.Mil server.  Change 


directory as before and enter ‘/37’.  Go to 


Indiana/dARS and select the day of the week to pull 


the data from. Load Brdg37a.zip file on to a disk in 


the ‘A’ drive.  Transfer the data using ‘Binary’ 


<exit> WS_FTP. See Figure 4-13.

Open the dARS Program from the desktop.  At the dARS 


Main Menu, select ‘D’ SRD1 Bridge Menus.  See Figure

At the SRD1 Bridge Menus, select ‘C’ SRD1 Bridge Team

At the SRD1 Bridge Team Computer Main Menu, select ‘A’ 


To Upload A New Bridge File.  See Figure 4-16.

A screen asking for the drive you are using will 


appear, select ‘A’.  This will upload the Bridg37.ZIP 


and automatically print the bridge.  See Figure 4-17.

However, if you get an error message that all seven 


days are in use, you will need to finish working a 


previous bridge before uploading the current bridge.  


In addition, you can select ‘Z’ Julian Date Has 

     Cleared Systems at the SRD1 screen.  Review Figure 4-

     16.  At the Julian Date Menu, select and highlight the

     date to be deleted. See Figure 4-18.

You 


will see a screen with the dates to be erased.

You will be returned to the SRD1 Menu.  Now, upload a

     new bridge file. Review Figure 4-17.  At the SRD1

     Bridge Team Computer Main Menu, select ‘C’ No 

     Obligation Menu.  At the No Obligation File Menu,

     select ‘A’ Create/Print Your No Obligation File. See 

     Figure 4-20.

     A print list of Disbursement transactions that are

     standalones will Print and will need to be researched. 

     In addition, the option ‘C’ on the No Obligation File

     Menu will populate with the number of lines to  

     research.  If you do not get a print out and your

     print setup option is set to print the bridge on 

     upload, have DPI check your profile settings to verify

     they are set to print to a specific printer name on 

     MSDOS. At the No obligation File Menu, select ‘E’

     Compare the Stand Alone Disbursements to the LXG File.

     A list will be printed to assist in resolving some of 

     the errors.  Most of the research is done using AFCOS 

     history and orders query.

4-6. Edit the No Obligation File.  After research and

     posting corrections to the listing, select ‘C’ Edit

     the No Obligation File.  The Menu To View Standalone

     disbursements will appear.  See Figure 4-21.

Make correction entries 


and select ‘D’ in the alpha column and use the ‘F2’ 


function key to create the TA 21 (Obligation and 


Accrual, Expense) for those records.

     the No Obligations File Menu, select ‘L’ F Card

     Program.  This will take you to the F Card 

     Adjustment Menu.  See Figure 4-28.

Queries.  The queries will process and return you to

Press <Ctrl + U> to mark for deletions.  After review and edit, press <Ctrl + End> to save and exit.  You will be returned to the SRD1 Bridge F Card Adjustment Menu.  At the SRD1 Bridge F Card Adjustment Menu, select ‘4’ Erase Lines Marked for Deletion with Ctrl U.  You can also use option ‘8’ Mass Deletes to the F Card File.  Verify your decision with option ‘3’ View/Edit the SRD1 Bridge F Card File followed by <Ctrl + End> to exit. Select ‘X’ to return to the F Card Adjustment Menu.  At the F Card Adjustment Menu, select ‘5’ Create The TA 23/32s and Add Them To The Bridge File. Select ‘5’ Print The SRD1 Bridge F Card File.  Select ‘6’ View The Bridge File.  See Figure 4-34.

When TA 23/32s adjust with the same dollar amount a TA 21 is generated.  Press <Ctrl + End> to save and return to the F Card Adjustment Menu.  Select ‘X’ to return to the No Obligation File Menu.  Select ‘X’ again to return to the SRD1 Main Menu.  See Figure 4-35.

Obtain the disk that you used to upload from and 


insert it in drive ‘A’.  Select ‘J’ Download Your 


Completed File.  You should get a screen message 


stating that the DOVs are in balance.  If this screen

     does not pop up the download is incomplete.  See

     Figure 4-36.

4-9. Transfer Bridge Files to DFAS.  Press any key and

     you will get a print out of the Daily Bridge Summary       

     and see a screen that asks for the drive you are

     using.  Select ‘A’ and the file will upload and      

     return you to the SRD1 Main Menu.  Exit dARS and

     open WS-FTP from your desktop in order to transfer

     the file.  Open a session to Corp2.dfas.mil; change

     the directory on a remote side to ‘/37’ for Indiana;

     select <OK>, and double click on ‘TO ACCTNG’.  Make

     sure you transfer using ‘Binary’.  See Figure 4-37.

Select the day you pulled the file from on the remote side and double click.  Highlight the ‘DWN37A.ZIP’ on the local side and double click.  Transfer the file in ‘Binary’.  See Figure 4-38.

The bridge file has now been transferred to DFAS-  

IN/DNO.  In order to process in STANFINS, the files 

must be transferred by 1400hrs each day.  Look at 

the AVK-018 (Daily Preliminary Balance Report) for 

any errors that may need correcting after the daily 

STANFINS cycle run.
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
