TECHNICIAN PAY
6-1.
Payroll Overview for the USPFO SA Cycle.  The 

     technician payroll will be processed every other

     Friday.  DFAS will process the control cards for the

     SA cycle for each payroll.  The cycles will run on 

     dates and times established on the National Guard

     schedule (DPI37).  This is normally done one to three

     work days after the payroll run.

6-2. Research and Correction of APCs and EORs.  Contact the

civilian pay Customer Service Representative (CSR) in order to verify that the APC or EOR that is in the Defense Civilian Pay System (DCPS) is correct.  This is confirmed by reviewing the appropriate SF50 (Notification of Personnel Action).  Contact the Human Resources Department for clarification if you are unable to determine the correct APC or EOR.  Insure that the correct APC was entered into DCPS and provided to fiscal accounting.  Once confirmed, the correct APC and/or EOR must be faxed to DFAS-IN for input into STANFINS through TAPS.  DFAS makes all correcting input.

6-3.
Executing the SD Cycle.  The SD cycle is executed

after corrections are made to the AVK 693 (DCPS Interface Error Listing Report) and updated in STANFINS.  The SD cycle generates the credit/debit mod for the remaining paydays in the month.

6-4.
Payroll Reports.  There are three payroll reports

that are generated by STANFINS and accessible through OLRV. They are the AVK-689 (DCPS Civilian Employee Missing Assigned EORs) used to correct EOR C-types; the AVK-693 (DCPS Interface Error Listing) used to determine valid APCs; and, AVK-698 (DCPS Gross Pay File Reconciliation’s) summary of the total dollars, hours, and records.  Print each of these reports, annotate the payroll period on the reports, and file.
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
