REPORTS AND QUERIES

9-1. Financial Management System Fund Control and Status
     Reports.  The AVK-051 Report is the primary tool used 

     to balance STANFINS to the latest FAD at the end of 

     every month.  The AVK-051 is broken down by

     appropriation, Limit, and Funding Levels (2-digit for

     2060 and 3-digit for 2065).  The following fields

     comprise AVK-051:

AMS:  2-digit for 2060; ‘1A’, 3-digit for

2065; ‘111’.

OBL CURR MO:  Identifies current month obligations.

FYTD:  Identifies cumulative fiscal year to date obligations.

FYTD OBL CEILING:  Identifies cumulative fiscal year to date allotment issued.

UNOBL CEILING:  Identifies available allotment.

ANN OBL CEIL:  Identifies cumulative fiscal year to date AFP issued.

FYTD CSR:  This column is no longer used.

The AVK-052 Report is formatted the same as the AVK-051 except it is broken down alphabetically by program manager similar to the SABERS FIS82P.  The AVK-052 may be used to identify specific program managers that are experiencing funds management difficulties.

9-2. Balancing to the FAD.  The 2060 FAD is broken down by 

Budget Activity (BA) only.  This requires that you add 

all BA1/BA2 AFP totals to compare with the FAD.  Do 

not forget to add in Counter Drug (Limit CNP0) or other programs with a limit other than ‘0000’.  Total AFP and allotment may be balanced from the Total line at the end of the 2060 Appropriation.  Remember to add Total lines for Limits other than ‘0000’.

The 2065 FAD and the AVK-051 for Appropriation 065 are both broken down by Sub-Activity Group (SAG).  This only requires you to verify AVK-051 SAG totals to the summary line on the FAD.  Do not forget to add the Counter Drug (Limit CNP0), or other programs with a Limit other than ‘0000’, to the appropriate AVK-051 SAG total.  If all of your AVK-051 SAG totals balance against the FAD, it is not necessary to balance at the BA level.  Total AFP and allotment may be balanced from the first Total line at the end of the 2065 Appropriation.  Remember to add the Total lines  for Limits other than ‘0000’.

9-3. Payroll Reports.  The AVK-689 Report is the DCPS

Interface Error Listing and it addresses  employees missing assigned EORs.  The AVK-689 is used to identify and correct EOR C-Types.  The C-Types must be corrected in TAPS in order to drive the changes to the correct EOR.

The AVK-693 Report is used to determine valid APCs.  After corrections are made to this report, the SD cycle that generates the Cr./Dr. MOD for the remaining paydays in the month is then executed.

The AVK-698 Report is the DCPS Gross Pay File  Reconciliation.  It summarizes the Total Dollars, Hours, and Records for the period.

9-4. Other Useful Reports.  The AVK-003 Report is used to 

validate that the APCs processed correctly.  The report will display the results of all Add, Change, and Delete transactions.

The AVK-006 Report will display an error code over the field that did not pass edit.  The error codes are explained at the end of the report.  The errors that appear on the AVK-006 will have to be re-input into TAPS.  Use this report to validate whether the customer number successfully processed in STANFINS.

The AVK-018 Report is the Daily Preliminary Balance List (DPBL).  Edit error corrections are performed on this list and input into STANFINS during the daily cycle.  Additional reports with a brief description are found in Appendix B.

9-5. End of Month Reports (EOM).  The AVK-329 Report(EOM 

218) and the AVK-690 Report (Viable) are reviewed for 


errors and reconciliation.  Locate the sequence number 


on the Viable Report that needs corrected and annotate 


the change in dollar value for the RTD code.  Zero 


fill the amount for the RDT, EOR, and AMSCO that will 


not be reported and will be moved to another AMSCO.

Logon to Dynacomm and at the prompt enter ‘Taps’ <Enter>.  At the Security Sign On screen, enter your operator number (assigned by the systems administrator) and security password <Enter>.  This will take you to the TAPS Systems Menu.  Enter ‘40’ for the system you wish to use <Enter>.  You are now at the ‘Welcome to STANFINS Menu’.  Select ‘F’ for the function code <Enter>. 

This will take you to the Report Records Correction Function.  Input the line number from the Viable Report that you want to zero fill or change the dollar value <Enter>.


Now you are at the CSCFA-218 Detail Record screen.  


Now you can view the original record, zero fill the 


amount for correction to the Viable Report, and insert 


the changed dollar amount for RDT, EOR, and AMSCO.

In order to exit TAPS <Tab> to the command line and type in ‘Off’ <Enter>.

9-6. Queries.  Section 7-9 addressed queries related

to MIPRS and how to access DataQuery from Dynacomm.  The information presented in that section will not be repeated here; however, refer to section 7-9 in order to review Dynacomm log on procedures.  Once you are at the DataQuery Main Menu, select ‘1’ Directories <Enter>.  This will take you to the DataQuery Directory Selection screen.  See Figure 9-2.

At the DataQuery Selection Menu, <Tab> to ‘Queries and 


Terms’ <Enter>. See Figure 9-3.

At the Directory of Query and Terms screen, <Tab> to 


the ‘Start With’ column and enter ‘IN-CR-DISB’ (Credit 


Disbursements) <Enter>.  This will refresh the screen 


to reflect the first query you entered to start with.

At the Directory of Query and Terms screen, <Tab> down 


to ‘IN-CR-DISB’.  At the bottom of the screen you will 


see the commands that are available for execution.  


Select ‘F3’ to execute the query.  The ‘On Line 


Execution’ screen will appear.  See Figure 9-5.

At this screen you will verify step execution, report 


format, and report destination.  Make any changes and 


select ‘F3’.  This will take you to the results of 


executing the query.  See Figure 9-6.

In addition to the queries that are setup for your 


use, if you return to the Directory of Queries and 


Terms screen, and at the cursor type in ‘ed’ <space> 


‘IN-CR-DISB’ <Enter> you will be able to modify the 


query in order to select a specific range of data.  


Select ‘F3’ to execute the query.  See Figure 9-7.
