2-2. APC Additions, Changes, and Deletions.  At the M2 M3

      Maintenance Menu, select ‘1’ M2 M3 Maintenance

      <Enter>. See Figure 2-3.  At the M2 M3 Maintenance

      Menu you can Add, Change, or Delete APC information. 

      The next few pages are used to make all additions, 

      changes, and deletions to the APCs.  There are five 

      screens to facilitate your requirement to add, 

      change, and delete APCs.

Page down to the screen that fits your need.  After entering the necessary information select the <commit> key to commit your work.  Page down to return to the M2 M3 Maintenance screen, press ‘Esc’ and then the ‘F’ key in order to see the records you have copied for additions, changes, and deletions. The M2-M3 Maintenance screen is used to make the changes to the records that have been entered.  See Figure 2-4.

Input the appropriate data in the table as follows:

ACTION:   Enter A = Add an APC, C = Change, or D = Delete

STANFINS PM:  Program Manager Code (two characters)

DEPARTMENT:  21 = Army

OA:  18 = National Guard Bureau 

FSN:  Unique to each state. 12064 = USPFO for Indiana 

ALLOTMENT SERIAL #:  Unique to each State. 1012 = USPFO for Indiana

SOF:  D = Direct; A = Automatic

APPN:  2020  =  OMA; 2060  =  NGPA; 2065  =  OMNG; 2085 = MILCON, NG

AMSCO:  Enter valid eight digit AMSCO from DFAS-IN Manual 37-100-**.  For funding APCs enter the first three digits of the AMSCO for 2065; and, for 2060 enter the first two characters of the AMSCO.

MDEP:  Enter valid four character MDEP from DFAS-IN Manual 37-100-**

LIMIT:  CNP0 = Counter Narcotics Program; 0000 = Non-Congressional fenced funding

FCA:  Five-digit code as required.

TYPE TRANS:  A1 = Funding APC; Left Blank for all others. 

UIC:  Enter valid five character UIC.  For funding APCs enter five zeroes.

TYPE DUTY CODE:  Enter valid NGB TDC if required, otherwise left blank (see APC description)

APC DESCRIPTION:  When TDC field is not blank, the first six characters must read “TDC***” otherwise field may be discretionary filled.

CHANGED OR DELETED APC:  Field shows the APC that is being changed or deleted.  This field is blank for APC additions.

FAC:  0 = Collection APC; 3 = Direct APC; 8 = Automatic APC

REIMB SRC CODE:  000 = FAC 3 APC; Otherwise enter three digit Reimbursable Source Code from

CUSTOMER ID:  Used only when requesting a FAC 8 APC; these are the first three digits of the customer number.

CUSTOMER WORK AREA:  Use only when requesting a FAC 8 APC; it is the fourth and fifth digits of the customer number

CUSTOMER FY:  Used only when requesting a FAC 8 APC; this is the sixth character of the customer number.

APC MDEP Delete/Change—Copies all APCs with a specified MDEP into the M2/M3 Maintenance screen.  See Figure 2-5.

APC PM Delete/Change—Copies all APCs with the specified PM code into the M2/M3 Maintenance screen.  See Figure 2-6.

APC Delete/Change—Copies the specified single APC into the M2/M3 Maintenance screen.  See Figure 2-7.

APC TDC Delete/Change—Copies all APCs with the specified TDC into the M2/M3 Maintenance screen.  See Figure 2-8.

Make APCs for New UIC—This screen replicates all

APCs for an existing UIC to a new UIC.  New UIC APCs are placed in the M2/M3 Maintenance screen where additional changes may be made.  See Figure 2-9.

2-3. Create Update File.  At the M2 M3 Maintenance Menu

screen select ‘4’ Make APC M2 M3 Update File, <Enter>.  You will then be prompted to enter your ORACLE user name and password, <Enter>.  The system will then begin to run the file.  Once completed the file is ready to send to DFAS.  See Figure 2-10.

2-4. Errors and Corrections.  At the Systems Administration

     Menu, select ‘4’ M2 M3 Maintenance Menu <Enter>.  See 

     Figure 2-11. 

In order to completely delete all records in the M2/M3  Maintenance Table select ‘3’ Destroy all Records in the M2 M3 Maintenance Table <Enter>.  This will only destroy records that have not been sent to DFAS.  

In order to recover automatically assigned APCs that   were rejected by STANFINS, select ‘2’ Recover Unused APCs.  This will recover unused APCs and make them

     available for later use.

2-5. M2/M3 File Transmission.  Connect to the HP server 


WS_FTP.  Use /comp/STANFINS/out for the remote system.  


A list of current M2/M3 cards will be displayed.  Sort 


by date and transfer the created M2/M3 cards to the 


‘C’ drive using ASCII into a download file you have 


created.  Close the session and re-connect to the DFAS 


Corp2 server.  Change the output directory to /37 


(State DPI Code).  Double-click tosystems and transfer 


the M2/M3 files from the ‘C’ drive using ASCII.  The 


files must be transferred to the DFAS tosystems by 


approximately 1400 hours each day in order to make the 


bridge to STANFINS and the nightly cycle.
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
